Where available or appropriate, a grant proposal can be substituted, but additional methodological detail should be included, where necessary. · Publications of the Chief Investigator(s) for the last five years.

· A suggested timeline for the project including batch sizes and reasonable monitoring procedures for the BioResource to use, and predicted time for submitting data back to the BioResource database. Indicate when the first request for data and biological specimens will be made following approval of the project. Successive batches may not be shipped until data from the previous batch(es) has been received at the central database according to the agreed schedule.
